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MILITARY FINANCIAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF GEORGIA
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF TURKEY

PREAMBLE

The Government of Georgia and the Government of the Republic of Turkey (hereinafter
shall be referred to as “Party” solely and “Parties” conjointly) with a view to further strengthen the
military cooperation within the scope of long standing friendly relations and to contribute to
restructuring of the Armed Forces of Georgia, have agreed on the following issues:

ARTICLE-I
PURPOSE

The purpose of this Agreement is to define the basis of the allocation of the resource
allocated by the Government of the Republic of Turkey based on military financial cooperation,
to the Government of Georgia, summing up to U.S.Dollars equivalent to 5.500.000 TL
(fivemillionfivehundredthousandTurkishLiras) of which U.S.Dollars equivalent to 4.500.000 TL
(fourmillionfivehundredthousandTurkishLiras) and the allocated but unused resource of
3.883.382,83 U.S.Dollars (threemillioneighthundredeightythreethousand threehundredeightytwo
USDollarseightythreecent) within the frame of Military Grant Agreements and the Logistics
Applications Protocols specified in the Article X of this Agreement, for purchasing necessary
goods and services (the allocated resource shall be used for the acquisition of Military Engineer
School's Requirements and improvement of Military Engineer Brigade Project ) from local

companies operating in Turkey, primarily the Turkish Defense Industry companies for military
purposes and of which U.S.Dollars equivalent to 1.000.000 TL (onemillionTurkishLiras) shall be
expended for the modernisation of Georgia/Marneuli Airport within the context of the Logistic
Implementation Protocol to be signed separately between the authorities of two Parties referred
to this Agreement.

ARTICLE-I
SCOPE

With this Agreement, the financial resource summing up to U.S.Dollars equivalent to
4.500.000 TL (fourmillionfivehundredthousandTurkishLiras) and the allocated but unused
resource of 3.883.382,83 U.S.Dollars  (threemillioneighthundredeightythreethousand
threehundredeightytwoUSDollarseightythreecent) within the frame of Military Grant Agreements
and the Logistics Applications Protocols specified in the Article X of this Agreement, shall be
made available to the Government of Georgia in the form of financial contribution to the cost of
goods and services (the allocated resource shall be used for the acquisition of Military Engineer
School’s Requirements and improvement of Military Engineer Brigade Project) to be purchased
for military purposes from local companies in Turkey, primarily the Turkish Defense Industry
companies according to the relevant legislation of the Government of the Republic of Turkey.
The amount of the allocated resource summing up to U.S.Dollars equivalent to 1.000.000 TL
(onemillionTurkishLiras) shall be used for the modernization of Georgia/Marneuli Airport
according to the Principles of Logistic Implementation Protocol which shall be signed separately
between the authorities of two Parties referred to this Agreement.




ARTICLE-III
COMPETENT AUTHORITIES AND POINTS OF CONTACT

This Agreement shall be implemented by the Ministry of National Defense of the Republic
of Turkey on behalf of the Government of the Republic of Turkey and by the Ministry of Defense
of Georgia on behalf of the Government of Georgia. The points of contact for this Agreement are
the Office of the Military Attaché of Georgia in Ankara/the Republic of Turkey and the Office of
the Military Attaché of the Republic of Turkey in Tbilisi/Georgia.

ARTICLE-IV
IMPLEMENTATION PRINCIPLES

1. In case of purchasing of goods and services for military purposes from local companies in
Turkey, primarily the Turkish Defense Industry companies with the financial resource summing
up to U.S.Dollars equivalent to 4.500.000 TL (fourmillionfivehundredthousandTurkishLiras) and
3.883.382,83 U.S.Dollars (threemillioneighthundredeightythreethousand threehundredeightytwo
USDollarseightythreecent);

a. If the purchased goods and services amount to U.S.Dollars equivalent to
4.500.000 TL (fourmillionfivehundredthousandTurkishLiras) and 3.883.382,83 U.S.Dollars
(threemillioneighthundredeightythreethousand threehundredeightytwoUSDollarseightythreecent)
and more than that amount, then 100% of U.S.Dollars equivalent to 4.500.000 TL
(fourmillionfivehundredthousandTurkishLiras) and 3.883.382,83 U.S.Dollars (threemillioneight
hundredeightythreethousandthreehundredeightytwoUSDollarseightythreecent),

b. If the purchased goods and services is less than U.S.Dollars equivalent to 4.500.000 TL
(fourmillionfivehundredthousandTurkishLiras) and 3.883.382,83 U.S.Dollars (threemillioneight

hundredeightythreethousandthreehundredeightytwoUSDollarseightythreecent), then 100% of the
amount of the value of the purchased goods and services,

shall be made available in cash upon the order to be given by the Ministry of National Defense of
the Republic of Turkey to the Central Bank pursuant to the principles of Agreement, by being
transferred to the bank account of the company from which procurement is made and to be
marked out by the Government of Georgia.

2.  The resource allocated to the Government of Georgia shall be used pursuant to Article X
of this Agreement. Unexpended appropriation in assigned period is returned to the Turkish
Republic Treasury.

3.  The Government of Georgia shall send the list of requirements determined according to
the allocated resource (covering the priorities as well) to the Ministry of National Defense of the
Republic of Turkey, before coming to Turkey for procurement. Under the coordinationship of
Ministry of National Defense of the Republic of Turkey; the relevant companies shall be
determined and the Government of Georgia shall start the purchasing process from local
companies in Turkey, primarily the Turkish Defense Industry companies.

4.  Payments shall be made by the Ministry of National Defense of the Republic of
Turkey to the bank account of the company from which procurement is made and marked out by
the Government of Georgia after fulfillment of following conditions:

a. Signing and fulfilment of the contract between the Government of Georgia and the
company,

b. Declaration with diplomatic note that the goods and services purchased by the
Government of Georgia have been received.




5 In case the Government of Georgia makes a purchase which exceeds the allocated
financial resource, the Government of Georgia shall transfer additional resource to the allocated
financial resource. The Government of the Republic of Turkey shall not make any payment
higher than the amount stated in the Agreement. The extra amount will be paid by the
Government of Georgia.

6. Expenses which are directly related with the allocation of the financial resource such as
freight, shipping, transportation, mounting, packing, training, travel allowance and daily wage,
insurance, taxes, bank charges, levies and exchange differences shall be stated in the sales
contract to be concluded between the Government of Georgia and the company.

7.  Visits concerning procurement process shall be commenced upon the entry into force of
this Agreement pursuant to Article IX thereof. Expenses of the Government of Georgia officials
related to this process shall be borne by the Government of Georgia. During the implementation
of procurement transactions the regulatory provisions which are valid in the Republic of Turkey
will be applied; after material or service supplied delivered to Georgia the measures of Georgia
will be applied.

ARTICLE-V
USAGE RIGHTS FOR THE GOODS AND SERVICES

1. With this Agreement, the Government of Georgia agrees to pay the income earned by
excluding the goods and services from inventory procured with the financial resource to be
transferred by the Government of the Republic of Turkey, to the bank account which shall be
marked by the Government of the Republic of Turkey.

2. The Government of Georgia agrees on not transferring the goods and services or their
usage rights to another country or a third Party without receiving the prior written consent of the
Government of the Republic of Turkey.

3. The provisions of this Agreement shall not affect the commitments arising from other
international treaties to which both sides are Parties and shall not be employed against the
rights, security and territorial integrity of other states.

ARTICLE-VI
SECURITY OF CLASSIFIED INFORMATION

The Parties shall not disclose the content and implementation of the Agreement or the
classified information which shall be exchanged between the Parties to a third party’s
government, company or person without written consent of the other Party. This principle of
confidentiality shall continue to prevail even after termination of the Agreement.

ARTICLE-VII
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

In case of any dispute that may arise due to implementation or interpretation of this
Agreement, the dispute shall not be brought to any third Party, arbitration board or international
court and shall be settled through negotiations and/or consultations via diplomatic channels. If a
resolution shall not be reached as a result of negotiations through diplomatic channels between
the Parties, this Agreement can be terminated according to the procedure defined in Article X.




ARTICLE-VIII
REVISION AND AMENDMENT

1. Each Party may propose revision or amendment of this Agreement. In this case, the
Parties will start discussions within 30 (thirty) days at the latest of receipt of written notification

thereof.

2. Amendments agreed upon by the Parties in writing shall enter into force in accordance with
the procedure prescribed in Article IX. The documents formed thereby, shall constitute an
integral part of this Agreement.

3. If no results are obtained within 60 (sixty) days after consultations begin, this Agreement
will be terminated in accordance with the provisions in Article X.

4. The Parties shall continue to fulfill their obligations arising from this Agreement during the
negotiation process.

ARTICLE-IX
RATIFICATION AND ENTRY INTO FORCE

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receipt of the last written notification
by which the Parties notify each other, through diplomatic channels, of the completion of their
internal legal procedures required for the entry into force of the Agreement.

ARTICLE-X
DURATION AND TERMINATION

1. This Agreement shall remain in force for 5 (five) years. In case the financial resource
allocated to the Government of Georgia is completely used, this Agreement shall be terminated
on the date of receipt of the second written notification by which the Parties notify each other
confirming the complete use of mentioned financial resources.

2. In the event that one of the Parties does not comply or concludes that the other Party is
not complying with the provisions of this Agreement, the Parties shall be able to propose a
consultation in written form. These consultations shall be started within 30 (thirty) days
after the written notification has been received. If no result is reached within following 60 (sixty)
days, either Party shall terminate this Agreement within 60 (sixty) days from the date of receiving
the written notification.

3. Termination of Agreement for any reason shall not influence the provisions of Article V of
this Agreement.

4.  With the entry into force of this Agreement, 26 (twentysix) Agreements and Protocols
listed below, will be repealed,
